Menurut Laporan Ketua Audit Negara Penyata Kewangan Kerajaan Persekutuan 2018 

yang dikeluarkan hari ini, perbelanjaan mengurus sebanyak RM230.960 bilion dan 

perbelanjaan pembangunan berjumlah RM56.095 bilion. 

“Kerajaan Persekutuan mengalami defisit berjumlah RM53.385 bilion dengan nisbah 

defisit kepada Keluaran Dalam Negeri Kasar (KDNK) pada paras 3.7 peratus. Defisit 

tersebut ditampung dengan pinjaman dari dalam dan luar negeri, berjumlah RM131.599 

bilion,” menurut laporan itu. 

Selain membiayai perbelanjaan pembangunan, pinjaman ini juga digunakan untuk 

membayar balik hutang sebanyak RM77.492 bilion. 

Kumpulan Wang Disatukan pada akhir 2018 mencatatkan RM52.910 bilion, yang 

merupakan baki terkumpul daripada ketiga-tiga Akaun Hasil Disatukan, Akaun 

Pinjaman Disatukan dan Akaun Amanah Disatukan yang dipegang dalam bentuk wang 

tunai berjumlah RM23.648 bilion dan pelaburan berjumlah RM29.262 bilion.

KUALA LUMPUR (Bernama): The Federal Government has been advised to continue 

with efforts to increase revenue through various sources and to adopt prudent spending, 

said the Auditor-General's Report 2018. 

In its recommendation, it suggested for the Federal Government to reduce arrears in 

revenue and arrears in Recoverable Loans as well as make repayments/debts on a 

scheduled basis, to strengthen its financial position. 

"The chief secretary of the ministry/department also needs to increase their hands-on 

involvement in financial matters. 

"A check and balance system and regular evaluation of the work performed by the 

officers, including providing training to improve the skills and abilities of the officers," it 

said in a report released Monday (Oct 14). 

In addition, the report also said the effectiveness of the Internal Audit Unit in the 

ministry/ department should be enhanced, including ensuring members of the unit 

receive adequate training and guidance.

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They should also provide an annual audit plan so that the audit could be carried out 

accordingly. 

It also needs to make objective and independent assessments, not only in terms of 

internal control but also matters concerning risks and governance of the organisation, 

besides report significant findings and recommendations that impact the organisation. 

According to the report, the Federal Government's financial position at end 2018 totalled 

RM232.883bil, an increase of RM12.476bil or 5.7% from 2017. 

The operating and development expenditure stood at RM287.055bil, an increase of 

RM24.477bil compared to 2017. 

The Federal Government has a deficit of RM53.385bil with a GDP deficit of 3.7%. 

The Federal Government, according to the report, has also chalked up local and foreign 

loans totalling RM131.599bil to finance development and repay debts. 

The Federal Government debt it said amounted to RM741.049bil with a debt to gross 

domestic product (GDP) ratio of 51.8%. 

The Federal Government had also guaranteed loans made by statutory bodies or 

companies totalling RM266.468bil. 

Expenditure due to the national debt (cost of borrowing and interest on loans) increased 

to RM30.547bil in 2018. 

Meanwhile, the Federal Government's investment in deposits, securities and 

shareholdings of companies or statutory bodies or agencies stood at RM31.058bil. 

The Federal Government's Accounts Accrued (ABT), at the end of 2018, amounted to 

RM86.935bil comprising Recoverable Loans And Recoverable Advances as well as 

various Accounts Accrued. 

The report also stated that the overall amount of public debt and the government's 

financial commitment stood at RM1.021 trillion. - Bernama

KUALA LUMPUR: The Government should come up with a policy to limit government 

guarantees to contain its debt burden, says Auditor-General Datuk Nik Azman Nik 

Abdul Majid. 

This follows concerns over the ability of five government subsidiaries to meet their debt 

obligations. 

The five subsidiaries are Kuala Lumpur International Airport Bhd, GoVco Holdings Bhd, 

Asset Global Network Sdn Bhd, Jambatan Kedua Sdn Bhd and Danainfra Nasional 

Bhd. 

Section 8 of the Loans Guarantee (Bodies Corporate) Act 1965 states companies have 

the obligation to repay the advances from the government, he said.

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"However, the ability of these five companies to repay the advances given cannot be 

ascertained," he said after briefing the Public Account Committee (PAC) on in the 2018 

Auditor-General's Report. 

PAC chairman Datuk Dr Noraini Ahmad said the federal government had approved a 

loan worth RM2.839bil as advance for debt payment for the five 

Ministry of Finance Incorporated (MoF Inc) subsidiaries for the purposes of loan 

repayment. 

"If the debt repayment maturity for all these entities are at the same period, then it is a 

concern. So, we hope the government will look into this," she said. 

Nik Azman added from the RM2.839bil, RM1.753bil was paid by the previous 

administration, while the remaining RM1.086bil was paid by the current government. 
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2018 public money the highest in four years - Audit Report

KUALA LUMPUR, Oct 14 -- The public money has increased by 25.4 per cent or RM10.726 billion to 

RM52.910 billion at end-2018, compared with RM42.184 billion in 2017, according to the Auditor-General’s 

Report 2018: The Federal Government’s Financial Statements. 

 

The report, released today, said the amount of public money comprising cash and investment at the end of 

2018 was the highest in four years. 

 

“Cash, comprising savings in the bank, cash-in-transit and cash on hand had recorded RM22.213 billion, 

RM1.432 billion and RM2.87 million respectively in 2018. 

 

“As for investment book value, it had increased by RM5.142 billion or 21.3 per cent to RM29.262 billion in 

2018 compared with RM24.120 billion in 2017,” said the report. 

 

It said in terms of Consolidated Revenue Account, the federal government revenue was at RM232.883 billion 

while operating expenditure amounted to RM230.960 billion. 

 

“The federal government recorded a surplus revenue of RM1.922 billion and all of the surplus revenues for the 

current year has been transferred to the Development Fund. 

 

“The cumulative balance of the Consolidated Revenue Account remained at RM11.863 billion since 1996,” it 

said. 

 

The report said the federal government revenue stood at RM232.883 billion, comprising tax revenue, non-tax 

revenue, non-revenue receipts and Federal Territories revenue. 

 
“The amount increased by RM12.476 billion or 5.7 per cent compared with 2017 which amounted to 

RM220.406 billion. 

 

“The main source of the government’s revenue is tax revenue, whereby in 2018, tax revenue showed a 

decrease of RM3.598 billion or 2.0 per cent compared with 2017, due to the implementation of zero-rated (0 

per cent) Goods and Services Tax (GST) from June 2018 to August 2018 as well as the abolishment of GST 

that took effect on September 2018,” it said.

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Meanwhile, operating expenditure in 2018 stood at RM230.960 billion or 99.4 per cent, against RM217.695 

billion in 2017. 

 

It said among the highest expenditures was receipts and fixed payable charges amounted to RM114.144 billion 

or 49.4 per cent and emoluments which stood at RM79.989 billion or 34.6 per cent while the lowest 

expenditure was the procurement of assets at RM0.447 billion or 0.2 per cent. 

 

Based on the report, the Consolidated Loan Account cumulative balance totalled RM15.224 billion and the 

amount was reduced by RM18.258 billion or 54.5 per cent compared with 2017 which stood at RM33.482 

billion. 

 

Meanwhile, the balance of Consolidated Trust Account increased to RM25.823 billion against the negative 

balance of RM3.161 billion at end-2017 due to the increase in the balance of the Government Trust Fund to 

RM3.725 billion at end-2018 from negative RM23.541 billion a year before. 

 

“This happened when the government decided to transfer RM72.365 billion from the Consolidated Loan 

Account to the Development Fund, one of the accounts under the Government Trust Fund, compared with only 

RM27.232 billion in 2017,” it said. 

 

The report also revealed that the federal debt had increased by RM54.212 billion or 7.9 per cent to RM741.049 

billion in 2018, compared with RM686.837 billion in the year before. 

 

“The increase is because, in 2018, the government had taken a new loan amounting to RM131.599 billion, 

comprising RM69.111 billion (52.5 per cent) that was taken by the previous administration while RM62.488 

billion (47.5 per cent) was taken by the administration of the day. 

 

“A total of RM77.492 billion (58.9 per cent) of the RM131.599 billion was used to repay the loan that was 

due,” it said. 

 

As for the federal debt, it comprised domestic debt amounting to RM719.545 billion or 97.1 per cent and 
foreign debt at RM21.504 billion or 2.9 per cent. 

 

The report said the government had reported its financial commitment stood at RM242.969 billion in 2018, an 

increase by RM28.699 billion or 13.4 per cent against RM214.269 billion in 2017.

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Government given clean-chit in audit report for financial 
year 2018

KUALA LUMPUR: The government has received a clean-chit in the audit report 

for the Financial Year ending in 2018. 

In addition an Emphasis of Matter (EOM) was also issued following a more 

transparent disclosure by the government involving its financial statement, said 

Auditor General Datuk Nik Azman Nik Abdul Majid 

An EOM in the audit report indicates a matter which an auditor considers 

fundamental in understanding the financial statements. 

Nik Azman said it was highlighted in the EOM that the government paid RM2.84 

billion for guaranteeing loans by five companies under Ministry of Finance Inc. 

The five companies, he said, were Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA) 

Bhd, a subsidiary of KLIA, during the construction of the international airport, 

Govco Holdings Bhd, Asset Global Network Sdn Bhd, Jambatan Kedua Sdn Bhd 

and Danainfra Nasional Bhd. 

“In 2018, the five companies were unable to repay the loans which resulted in the 

government settling the debts that reached maturity totaling RM2.839 billion. 

“The previous government had settled RM1.753 billion of the (government-

guaranteed) loans, while RM1.086 billion was paid by the current government,” he 

told the reporters at Parliament here today. 

The Auditor-General Report outlined six recommendations which would need 

cooperation at all levels including the federal and departments as well as

Preparation of clear work procedures, understanding and compliance to finance

"My advice, as an auditor, is on top of the 55 percent debt-to-GDP 

ceiling, we could add another 10 percentage points of ceiling for 

government guarantee to viable projects, and another five 

percentage points of ceiling for riskier debts from government-

owned companies. 

"Because currently, we have no limit to cap the government 

guarantee. So the overall debt-to-GDP ceiling would be 70 percent, 

but including the guarantees provided by the government," Nik 

Azman (above) was quoted as saying by The Edge.

Auditor-General Nik Azman Nik Abdul Majid says there must be tighter 
criteria to set up Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) companies. 

KUALA LUMPUR: The auditor-general has raised concerns over the capability 
of five companies owned by the finance ministry to repay loans given to 
them totalling RM76.1 billion. 

Elaborating on the Auditor-General’s Report 2018 (Federal Government’s 
Financial Statements) today, Nik Azman Nik Abdul Majid said the federal 
government only paid RM2.8 billion of their debt in 2018. 

He said the previous government, which provided guarantees for the loans, 
repaid RM1.7 billion, and the present Pakatan Harapan government repaid 
RM1.1 billion. 

He named the Ministry of Finance Incorporated companies as Syarikat KL 
International Airport Bhd, GovCo Holdings Bhd, Asset Global Network Sdn 
Bhd, Jambatan Kedua Sdn Bhd and Dana Infra National Bhd. 
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Nik Azman said the report outlined six recommendations for the government, 
including the tightening of criteria to set up Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) 
companies. 

“They should establish a policy to set a ceiling on government guarantees,” 
he told a press conference at Parliament House. 

“They should firstly look at the financial ability of the government itself. 

Then, they should look at the company’s capacity to pay back the 
government. 

“Finally, they should look at the projects being undertaken by the SPVs, 

whether they can produce economic activities and income to pay back their 
debts.” 

Nik Azman also said the financial statements reflected the reality of the 
country’s financial situation. 

Public Accounts Committee (PAC) chairman Noraini Ahmad, who was present 
at the press conference, also said the committee was concerned that there 
was no ceiling on government guarantees. 

Noraini highlighted the fact that the federal government debt in 2018 stood 
at RM741 billion, a 7.9% increase from RM686.8 billion in 2017. 

According to the auditor-general’s report, she said, there were new 
government borrowings totalling RM131.6 billion in 2018 – 53% by BN and 
the remainder by PH. 

She said 59% of the borrowings were used to pay back part of the existing 
debts.

The Auditor-General’s Report 2018 says Putrajaya should make repayments 
on debts on a scheduled basis.

The report on the Federal Government’s Financial Statements said Putrajaya 
should reduce its arrears in revenue and recoverable loans, and make 
repayments on debts on a scheduled basis.

“It also needs to make objective and independent assessments, not only in 

terms of internal control but also matters concerning risks and governance of 
the organisation, besides reporting significant findings and making 
recommendations that impact the organisation.”

KUALA LUMPUR (Oct 14): The Malaysian government should develop a 

policy that can limit government guarantees on a case-by-case basis to 

contain its debt burden. 

That is the recommendation put forward by the Auditor-General's Report 

2018 for the recently released Federal Government's Financial Statement 

2018. 

In the executive summary of its findings, the audit highlighted as an 

Emphasis of Matter that in 2018, the federal government had advanced 

RM2.839 billion to five Minister of Finance Incorporated (MoF Inc) 

subsidiaries for the purposes of loan repayment. 
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The five subsidiaries are K.L. International Airport Bhd, GoVco Holding 

Bhd, Asset Global Network Sdn Bhd, Jambatan Kedua Sdn Bhd, and 

Danainfra Nasional Bhd. 

The audit also noted that per Section 8 of the Loans Guarantee (Bodies 

Corporate) Act 1965, the five companies are obligated to repay the 

advances from the government. 

"However, the ability of these five companies to repay the advances given 

cannot be ascertained," said the audit. 

From the total sum advanced, RM1.753 billion were advanced by the 

Barisan Nasional government and the rest by the present Pakatan Harapan 

government, which assumed power after the May 9, 2018 general election. 

"The present administration had continued upholding this commitment to 

avoid an event of default that may trigger the government's obligation to 

repay the loan in full," the audit noted. 

According to the audit, the previous administration had guaranteed a total 

of RM76.0765 billion of debt for the five MoF Inc subsidiaries. 

As at Dec 31, 2018, the outstanding debt amount stood RM66.341 billion, 

which matured in 2014, except for one loan maturing in 2019 that has 

RM94.38 million outstanding. 

Recall that KL International Airport was established to raise funds for the 

construction of the Kuala Lumpur International Airport. GovCo Holdings is a 

special purpose vehicle that, among others, injected RM1.25 billion into  
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Proton Holdings Bhd in June 2016 in exchange for 1.25 billion units of new 

redeemable convertible cumulative preference shares. 

Meantime, Asset Global Network is a special purpose vehicle set up to 

purchase Malaysia Airlines assets and lease it back to the airline under the 

latter's widespread assets unbundling program, which started in 2001. 

Jambatan Kedua operates the second Penang bridge.

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KUALA LUMPUR: Auditor-General (AG) Datuk Nik Azman Nik Abdul Majid 

has urged Putrajaya to impose a ceiling on guarantees the government is 

allowed to provide. 

“My advice, as an auditor, is that on top of the 55% debt-to-GDP (gross 

domestic product) ceiling, we could add another 10 percentage points of 

ceiling for government guarantees to viable projects, and another five 

percentage points of ceiling for riskier debts from government-owned 

companies. Because currently, we have no limit to cap government 

guarantees. 

“So the overall debt-to-GDP ceiling would be 70%, but this includes the 

guarantees provided by the government,” he told a press conference 

yesterday after briefing the Public Accounts Committee (PAC) on the 2018 

Auditor General’s Report — Federal Government Financial Statement. 

While the government is authorised to provide loan guarantees under the 

Loan Guarantee (Corporation) Act 1965, Nik Azman said a policy must be 

set up to fix a ceiling on such guarantees, by taking into account the 

country’s financial position, and the financial and project viability of the 

company that applies for such guarantees. 

Asked what the overall debt-to-GDP ratio is now, he said: “We don’t know, 

because nobody has made that calculation yet.” 

As at end-2018, federal government debt stood at RM741.049 billion, 

representing a debt-to-GDP ratio of 51.8%. Total government guaranteed 

loans, which has been steadily rising since 2014 — when it was at 

RM172.019 billion — was at RM266.468 billion. 
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First Emphasis of Matter issued on govt financial statement 

Nik Azman also said this is the first time the AG issued an Emphasis of 

Matter (EOM) to the government’s account, though the financial statement 

remains true and fair. 

“The EOM is a way for us to bring the attention of readers to certain parts 

of the financial statements. Our opinion for them is still unqualified,” he 

said. 

Nik Azman said the National Audit Department was able to highlight this for 

the first time because of a more transparent disclosure in the 2018 federal 

government financial statement that was prepared by the Accountant-

General. 

In the EOM included in the AG’s report, it was highlighted that the 

government paid RM2.84 billion for guaranteeing loans of five Minister of 

Finance Inc companies, whose ability to repay the advances was uncertain. 

The guarantees were on RM76.075 billion worth of loans obtained by the 

five, which were approved before 2018 by the previous administration, the 

AG said. 

“As of Dec 31, 2018, the outstanding [amount] of these loans stood at 

RM66.34 billion, which will mature by 2041, except for a loan of RM94.38 

million that will expire in 2019. 

“In 2018, the government advanced RM2.839 billion on a secured and 

mature loan repayment on behalf of one of these companies. Of this, 

RM1.753 billion was paid by the previous administration while RM1.086 

billion was paid by the current administration,” the report noted. 
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“The current administration has continued such commitment to avoid the 

event of default, which could result in the government’s overall repayment 

of loans. Pursuant to Section 8 of the Loan Guarantee (Corporation) Act

KUALA LUMPUR (Oct 14): The government needs to impose a ceiling on a 

guarantee for loans offered by statutory bodies and companies in order to 

avoid increasing government’s debt if the latter is facing difficulty in fulfilling 

its obligation. 

In making this call,  Auditor-General Datuk Nik Azman Nik Abdul Majid said 

the recommendation should be given attention to the follow-up the 2018 

Audit Report on the federal government's financial statements which found 

that loans made by five companies under the Minister of Finance 

Incorporated could not be paid back accordingly. 
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The five companies were K.L International Airport Berhad, CoVco Holding 

Berhad, Asset Global Network Sdn Bhd, Jambatan Kedua Sdn Bhd and 

Danainfra Nasional Berhad. 

“In 2018, the companies were unable to fully pay the loan which made the 

government paying RM2.839 billion for guaranteeing the loans by the five 

companies under the Minister of Finance Inc. 

“From the amount, RM1.753 billion was paid by the previous government, 

while RM1.086 billion was paid by the current administration,” he said in a 

press conference at the Parliament in conjunction with the Auditor 

General's report 2018, today. 

 Also present was Public Accounts Committee (PAC) chairman Datuk Dr 

Noraini Ahmad. 

Therefore, Nik Azman said a policy should be drawn to include the ceiling 

on government guarantees by taking into account the country's financial 

position and financial capabilities and the viability of the projects the 

company will finance. 

Following the uncertainty of the five companies' ability to repay the 

guaranteed loan, he said the AG had issued audit certificates which 

Emphasise on the Matter Paragraph (a matter of concern) to the 

government to follow-up on the matter.
